Compare and contrast 
these two examples.
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Example One:

The teacher approached him and said that he needs to 
get ready for math or he would have to do it during 
the break.

The teacher sent him to the office for noncompliance 
and disrespect.
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Example Two:

Another student was having a bad day. She had 
troubles the evening before at home and had a big 
argument with another girl on the bus. In the first 
period, she made several mistakes in the science quiz 
and became very agitated mumbling that she never 
gets any help. The teacher came over and tried to help 
her correct the errors. She became more agitated and 
shouted angrily that she wants to be left alone. The 
teacher moved her to a corner of the room to calm her 
down and directed the rest of the class to keep 
working.
